CELEBRATING 23 YEARS OF RECOGNIZING LOCAL WOMEN - YWCA announces speaker for the 23rd ANNUAL women of distinction awards banquet

Keynote Speaker: Isabel Wilkerson

Isabel Wilkerson will be the keynote speaker as part of the 23rd Annual YWCA McLean County Women of Distinction Awards Banquet, May 24, 2012. The banquet will be held at Illinois State University’s Bone Student Center Brown Ballroom, social hour beginning at 5:30 pm, followed by the 6:30 pm dinner and the awards presentation.

Wilkerson is a Pulitzer Prize-winning journalist and best-selling author of The Warmth of Other Suns. She won the Pulitzer Prize for her work as Chicago Bureau Chief of The New York Times in 1994, making her the first black woman in the history of American journalism to win a Pulitzer Prize and the first African-American to win for individual reporting in the history of American journalism. 
Wilkerson spent 15 years and interviewed more than 1,200 people for The Warmth of Other Suns, a work of narrative nonfiction that tells the epic story of three people who made the decision of their lives in what came to be known as the Great Migration.

The Great Migration was one of the biggest underreported stories of the 20th Century. It lasted from 1915 to 1970, involved six million people and was one of the largest internal migrations in U.S. history. This event changed the cultural and political landscape of the United States, exerting pressure on the South to change and paving the way toward equal rights for the lowest caste people in the country. During the Great Migration, her own parents journeyed from Georgia and southern Virginia to Washington, D.C., where she was born and raised.

The Warmth of Other Suns became a New York Times and national best seller. It was named to more than 30 Best of the Year lists, including The New York Times' 10 Best Books of the Year and Amazon's Five Best Books of 2010.

Wilkerson is a gifted and passionate speaker who has discussed the topics of migration, social justice, urban affairs and 20th Century history at universities across the country and in Europe. She has appeared on national programs such as CBS' 60 Minutes, PBS's Charlie Rose, NPR's Fresh Air with Terry Gross, NBC's Nightly News, MSNBC, C-SPAN, and others.

The City of Bloomington, Community Development Division intends to submit a grant application no later than February 3, 2012, to the Illinois Housing Development Authority (IHDA) for the receipt of HOME funds for participation in the Single-Family Owner-Occupied Rehabilitation Program (SFOOR).  This is a competitive grant program that provides for housing rehabilitation loans to owner-occupied homeowners that are at or below 80% of the Area Median Income (see below) and are located within the City of Bloomington Corporate Limits. Participant loans will be five or ten year "forgivable loans" (depending upon the amount borrowed).  The owner-occupant may borrow a minimum of $4,000 or up to a maximum of $40,000.00.  Community Development’s grant application request will be for $200,000, projected to assist 5 single family households.  If successful, funding awards are projected to be made by September, 2012.
